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Getting started
Plug Power Adaptor
Connect the power adaptor to the projector’s DC in. Connect the other end of the power adapter into the electrical outlet.

Install the Battery
Remove the battery cover and insert 4 AA batteries. We recommend that you use Alkaline or rechargeable battery for better efficiency. 
NOTE: 
(1) If you plug the power cord and have the batteries inside, the unit will take power 
from power cord, not from the batteries. 
(2) Batteries CANNOT be recharged by the power adaptor.
Inserting a Memory Card (Optional)
1. Open the battery cover, you will find the SD card slot at the same side as Power DC IN.
2. Insert the Memory Card.
NOTE: 
(1) To play Photos or Videos, you will need to store the data into the memory card. 
(2) You also could store the data to the Internal Memory by transferring the data from your NB or PC by using the USB cable.
(3) To remove the memory card, gently push it down and it will pop up. Then pull the card out of the slot.
  Operation Instruction
Powering On
Press and hold the POWER BUTTON for 4 seconds to turn on the device.
The Power button is located on the left side of Pico projector.
Playing the file
Choose the playing source from INTERNAL MEMORY or SD CARD. 
Adjusting the Focus
Turn the focus wheel to sharpen the image.
ESC button
Press ESC button to exit or go back to previous page.
Brightness Button
Press the Brightness Button to switch between normal brightness (conserves battery power) and high brightness (increases light output around 20%).
NOTE: 
Higher brightness may take more power consumption from your battery and may affect the battery life time. 
 Main Menu
You can configure various settings on your pico projector using SETTING options or begin to project VIDEO or PHOTO from screen.
· Setting : Preference settings
· Video  : Playing Video
· Photo  : Playing photo
NOTE:
(1) Button Definition:
Using the UP/DOWN buttons, scroll through settings.
Using the LEFT/RIGHT buttons, scroll through the options.
Using the ESC button, you can go back to previous page.
(2) You do not need to press OK to confirm the setting; the system will automatically save the options you choose.
SETTING
You can configure preference settings on your pico projector by using SETTING options such as Photo Setup, Video Setup, and System Setup.
System Setup
System Setup allows users to choose the pico projector’s OSD (on screen display) Language, or Default Setting (reset as factory default setting).
Video Setup
Video Setup allows users to set up Display Mode and Play Mode functions while playing videos.
1. Display Mode: Original Size/ Full screen.
2. Play Mode   : Once/ Repeat/ Radom.
Photo Setup
Photo Setup allows users to set up Display Mode, Display Ratio, Slideshow Duration, and Slideshow Effect. 
1. Display Mode: Slideshow/ Browse/Thumbnail 
      The Display Mode feature allows users to control how this pico projector will project the photos. The default setting is Slideshow mode.
  
2. Display Ration: Crop to Fill/ Full Screen/Fit to Screen.

The Display Ratio feature allows users to control how this pico projector will size the photos in playing photo mode. 
    3. Slideshow Duration: 5sec/10sec/15sec/30sec/1min/5 min/15 min 
The Slideshow Duration allows users to determine how long each photo in slideshow will be displayed.
    4. Slideshow Effect: 
The Slideshow Effect feature allows users to select how the slideshow transitions from one photo to the next.
   PLAYING VIDEO
1. In Main Menu Mode, press LEFT/RIGHT buttons to choose Video icon and press OK to enter Video Mode.
2. In Video Mode, using UP/DOWN buttons, scroll the video list you want to play and press OK to play the videos. 
3. Using LEFT/RIGHT buttons to move to next / previous video file page.

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PLAYING PHOTO
In Main Menu Mode, press LEFT/RIGHT buttons to chose Photo icon and press OK to enter Photo Mode.

1. Slideshow Mode:

        (2) In Zoom In Mode, press LEFT/RIGHT buttons to move the photo to LEFT/RIGHT position. Press ESC to go back to normal position.
(3) In Zoom In Mode, press UP/DOWN buttons to move the photo higher
or lower position. Press ESC to go back to normal position.
Rotate
The Rotate feature allows users to adjust the rotation angle of any photo in Browse Mode. 
(1) Press LEFT button, it allows users rotate 90ﾟcounterclockwise. 
(2) Press RIGHT button, it allows users rotate  90ﾟclockwise.
(3) Press UP button, it allows users to view Previous Photo.
(4) Press DOWN button, it allows users to view Next Photo.
NOTE: 
Users can’t rotate images during Slideshow Mode.
